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The Grey Wall (p.86 in YL Guide)

In 2004 this wall was cleaned but subsequently there was little sign of traffic. By 2009 all of the routes apart from The
Argument had returned to a poor state and, with permission of the first ascentionists, the Baker/Morgan/Larkin team
gave them a make-over and a number of worthwhile lines were added. The rock is excellent.

1 Do You Feel Lucky? 15m
Féb+/c

A hard start leads to a thin
break, above which steep moves
gain the easier ground. Steep
but fairly steady climbing leads
to the lower-off.

2 Magnum Force 15m F6c *
Gain the obvious flakes and
move up and to the left to gain
the easier ground. The wall
above has some fine fingery
moves on compact rock, easing
towards the lower-off.

3 Make My Day 19m F6b **
A worthy companion to
Argument of Silence. Starting to
the right of the flake, climb to
nicely sustained wall to the
lower-off. Avoid the standing
flake at all costs.

4 The Argument of Silence  20m F6b  **

A good and popular route on excellent rock. Start a few metres to the left of the central crackline and move leftwards
up the wall to reach the left side of the obvious bulge. Pull up to the break where a step left and superb climbing up,
and finally, slightly right, leads to a double bolt belay.

5 Sudden Impact 20m F7a+ **

Gain the slim subsidiary crack line to the left of Dirty Harry from Argument of Silence and follow it easily to a good
rest below the bulge. A hard sequence pulls over this and gains good holds in the break. Step up and to the left then
follow the line of the thin crack on improving holds to the belay shared with Argument of Silence.

The following three routes all lower off at the same new bolt belay.

6 Dirty Harry F6b **
The obvious crack in the centre of the wall provides butch moves all the way to the abseil point.

7 Break Free 20m Féc e

The very fine wall 2 metres right of Dirty Harry is climbed direct with sustained and interesting climbing, all on
excellent rock, easing just before the lower-off.

8 The Sibyl Speaks 20m F6¢c ok

Two metres right of Break Free the wall is climbed to a shallow depression. Climb the depression and the wall above
to the abseil point. An excellent pitch that is slightly harder but marginally less sustained than its neighbour.

9 Blue Sky Thinking 16m F6c+ *

Climb the slim pillar of compact rock and use a rib forming the right edge of the short capped corner at half height to
gain a good hold at the top of the corner. Move onto the wall above, where an urgent move back right leads to
improving holds and then a belay common with Aquamarine. It is also possible to move right from the foot of the rib
to gain a large pocket and move up from here at F7a.

10 Aquamarine 15m F6b+ *
The right-hand line on this sector is climbed over a hollow overlap to better rock above.

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A number of traverses exploit the obvious break that
crosses the crag. The carrying of prussiks may be helpful as
falls tend to leave one hanging in space. For the full
traverse see the last route - The Air Turned Blue
